e Are you assured of where you stand with God?

Revelation 1:19-20
John was given a duty to write about what he saw, things that are, and things to come.
Like an incarcerated person being released to freedom, we have a choice to either go back and

do what we have already done or repent of what we did and move forward in the freedom we
have in Christ.
